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Philippians 2:1-4

Paul continues his emphasis on church unity.  Whereas uniformity is pressure from the outside to conform, unity deals with the internal matters of the heart.  It takes a lot of work and depth of character to bring unity that glorifies God.   Today’s Core Practice discussed:  Biblical Community.

Read Philippians 2:1-4

What are the conditional “if” statements in verse 1?  What results from these (v. 2)?

Paul’s main command is “complete my joy” (v. 2).  What does this entail and how can this be accomplished?
3.
How do you define humility?  What does Paul say to help us understand the nature of humility (vv. 3-4)?
4.
How can you consider others better than yourself (v. 3)?  What are practical ways to achieve this?

5.
How should Christians deal with their own needs as well as the needs of others?  Is this a balancing act?  How does this affect relationships?
6.
What subtle ways do you see selfishness or conceit in your life?  How does this affect the unity of the church (cf. John 17:22-23)?
